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- I am no stranger to prison, drugs
and violence. I had given up on life and

found myself completely out of my
mind living in the woods in a tent in
Alaska. I cried out to God and was
delivered that day of my addiction to
meth and heroin. Instead of another
lengthy prison sentence, I was given

the opportunity of a life time to come to Teen Challenge to
start a new life.

- Despite my wonderful upbringing,
I turned to drugs and alcohol at a young
age. By 21, I was addicted to heroin and
cocaine, which led to numerous
overdoses. In March, I made the best
decision ever and came into Teen
Challenge. Here I surrendered my life
to Christ and have found peace.
