My name is Angelina; I’m 28 years old,
and I’m from Battle Creek, MI. I lived most of my life believ-
ing I was unworthy, unloved and forgotten. I was separated
from my birth parents when I was a baby due to reports of

rape and abuse. Later I was adopted only to suffer even
more abuse and neglect. I was 14 years old before any-
one ever told me they loved me. By then I was so dam-
aged I didn't know how to receive it. I began searching
for love in all the wrong places, which led me to experi-

menting with drugs and alcohol. The last 14 years of my life, I searched
aimlessly for something I couldn't find…a relationship with the Lord. Since
coming to Teen Challenge, I have found that relationship with the Lord I
always wanted. God has also restored my health, and my relationship with
my daughter. For the first time in my life, I actually feel like I belong some-
where and that I matter. I thank God for this ministry. The verse I stand on
is Hebrews 13:5, “…I will never leave you nor forsake you.”

My name is Shannon; I am 46 years
old, from Ionia, MI. The Lord's voice was calling to set
me free from shame, anxiety, depression and alcohol-
ism. The aftermath from a childhood of sexual abuse
was ready to take me out. I was never introduced to
Jesus Christ and was doing the best I could in life. I
had a good job and raised two sons, but the
sense of hopelessness and having zero self-
worth brought me to a life of sin. Alcohol was my
master, and I eventually tried to end my life. Multiple rehab attempts and
dozens of emergency room trips later, I came to Teen Challenge close to
death. My withdrawals included alarming hallucinations, so the staff and
my sisters prayed for me, and God delivered me. I am a new creature
today! My savior promises in Galatians 5:22, to bless me with ongoing gifts
of love, peace, joy and goodness. Now I listen each day to the voice of my
God, and I claim victory!
